BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

MEETING OF DECEMBER 12, 2011
The second regularly scheduled meeting of the Potter Township Board of Supervisors was held on Monday, December 12, 2011, at 7:00 P.M. at the Township Building, 124 Short Road, Spring Mills, PA with Supervisors Tom Sharer, Dick Decker, Bob Corman, Denny Foust and Jake Tanis attending. Also attending were Road Superintendent Budd Brooks and Sec’y Brenda Burd. 
Also in attendance were Scott Bubb, Stan Wallace, Melvin Dutrow, Craig Weidensaul, Spencer Peters, Terry Bandel, Ron Shealer, Sandra Rishel, Ann Glaser & Alan Decker.
At 7:03 P.M. Chairman Sharer opened the meeting with the pledge to the flag.  
Public Comments – none 
Approval of the minutes
· Minutes of December 5, 2011 were approved as presented by motion of Mr. Foust, seconded by Mr. Tanis, motion carried 5-0. 
· Treasurer’s Report of November 30, 2011 was approved as presented by motion of Mr. Corman, seconded by Mr. Decker, motion carried 5-0.   
Planning Commission – none 
Subdivisions – none  
Scott Bubb, zoning change request

The Bubbs want to build an addition to the winery to keep music & noise indoors instead of outdoors.  Scott discussed the concerns expressed by his neighbors-he wants to be a good neighbor.  The Board agreed expansion of the winery is not an issue.  The winery falls under Agriculture-use because they use ag products and the winery falls under LCB control and LCB calls it ag-use.  Stan asked the zoning officer about building an addition so they’d be in compliance-that’s where the variance came from.  Harry Burd also called the winery ‘a place of gathering’ which is a different class than approved.  The winery must stay within the weight limits posted for the road.  What the Bubbs plan to do is a permitted use.  If the Township ever sees a need to put ’no parking’ signs along Decker Valley Rd. Scott will pay for them; however, the Board does not like roads polluted with signage.  The winery is an Ag use, is a permitted use, is a home occupation, & the Board needs to deny the motion for the zoning variance on the condition it’s not necessary.  Mr. Foust made the motion to withdraw Bubb’s request for a zoning variance on condition that it’s not necessary, seconded by Mr. Corman, motion carried 5-0.
Secretary/Treasurer’s Report – Brenda Burd
· Presented Resolution #4-2011 appropriating specific funds for fiscal year 2012 for approval.  Mr. Decker made the motion to approve, seconded by Mr. Corman motion carried 5-0.
· Presented Resolution #5-2011 establishing Real Estate Tax millage with no rate change.  Mr. Corman made the motion to approve, seconded by Mr. Tanis, motion carried 5-0.
· Asked for approval to advertise the following tax rates: 0.58 mill real estate tax for General Fund; 1-mill real estate tax for Fire Protection; ½ of 1% Earned Income Tax; ½ of 1% Real Estate Transfer tax; $10 Per Capita Tax and 10% Amusement Tax with no change.  Mr. Foust made the motion to approve for advertising, seconded by Mr. Corman, motion carried 5-0.
· Presented bills for review and approval.  All bills approved by all 5 Supervisors.

· Reported the local PennVest Rep came last week to pick up the original ACH form and promised he’d contact me the last week of Dec. to make final payment request before the end of the year.

· Reported I paid off the $800,000 loan as directed & am waiting for Ben Ried, Bond Counsel, to return my call regarding the Bond issue.   I have bank papers to close the account – they said wait until we hear on the bond.

· Asked for approval to pay the bills through 12/31/11, have normal office hours and maintain all officers & appointments through Jan. 3, 2012.  Mr. Corman made that motion, seconded by Mr. Foust, motion carried 5-0.
· Asked about appointments for Auditor, Planning Commission, Zoning Hearing Board and Vacancy Board.  
Craig Weidensaul was appointed to the Vacancy Board, by motion of Mr. Decker, seconded by Mr. Foust, motion carried 5-0. 
Cindy Foust was appointed as Auditor for 2012, by motion of Mr. Sharer, seconded by Mr. Corman, motion carried 5-0.

· Asked if they wanted to approve meeting dates for 2012 so I can advertise?  They determined the dates that I presented but added the 3rd Mon. of both Sept. and Oct. for budget meetings.

· Advised the Board that Gregg Township supports Joel Myers for Coordinating Committee and Ray Hankinson as Technical Committee for the CCMPO but I have heard from no one else in Penns Valley. The Board supports these names and asked Brenda to write to Mr. Zilla supporting them.
All correspondence was copied to the Board.

· Reported Harry Burd inspected & we need to change a few things for handicapped accessibility.
· Reported Comcast will move communications Fri. (12/16) & Mike C. also wants/needs to be here.
